Students will need to acquire or have a current
passport before departure. Applicants should allow
at least 8 weeks for standard passport processing.
An application and information can be acquired at
your local post office or at travel.state.gov. Passports
must be valid for six months after the program ends.

Housing and Meals

The cost of housing is included in the program fee.
Students can choose to live with local Austrian
families, or in a dorm with double occupancy and
shared bathroom. Wi-Fi is available in each location.
Laundry is included.

Also included are 2 meals per day, M-F in the dorms
or / days a week in a homestay.
